Note: On tour to the CN South Yard and to Southeastern Railway Services car shops safety will be 

number 1 priority and the following safety and security rules will be strictly enforced: 

1. The tour group must remain together.  The tour will terminate immediately if anybody 

wonders off away from the group.  This is a CN and Southeastern Railway Services 

requirement. 

2. No climbing on railcars, engines, and other equipment. 

3. No tennis shoes allowed at South Yard or at the Southeastern Railway Services shops. 

4. The tour at South Yard may have to be terminated before completion if trains carrying 

hazardous materials enter the yard.  This is a railroad security rule.  This is why the tour 

will be in the afternoon rather than the morning. 

5. Entry to South Yard and Southeastern Railway Services shops will be by group tour bus 

and absolutely no individual vehicles will be admitted on the premises.  Anybody caught 

entering either of these facilities other than on the tour will be treated as trespassers and 

turned over to local law enforcement.
